Objective:
Students will be given the opportunity to plan, write and produce a music video for a class assignment. Students will learn the visual techniques of story telling, technical camera operations, and different types of editing methods.

Requirements:
Each student group of three will produce a video of at least three minutes and no more than seven minutes in length. Each person in the group will have a specific assignment. In the group, one person will be responsible for filming, one for the editing, and one for the directing of the video. Groups must work EQUALLY together. There will be no exceptions to missing deadlines. If you are going to be gone, you lose points.

Equipment:
Equipment can be check out for a limited time. Check with your teacher for equipment availability. We will use the mobile ibook lab to edit the video and sound during class time.

Timeline:
This project will take approximately one month to complete. NOTE: you will need to do much of the work outside of class – you will have a month.
